Vegetative (Leaf Stages) - Pest and Weed Management
WEED CONTROL

e Prepare land thoroughly to avoid weeds in early stage
e Off bar and hilling up

* Weed manually

PEST CONTROL

¢ For presence of Fall Army Worm (FAW) or Corn Plant Hopper (CPH)/Waya-waya

e If the infestation is manageable, apply Metarhizium or other biological agents in the field but if the
infestation is severe, apply synthetic pesticide/insecticide

* Conduct regular monitoring of the field.

Vegetative (Leaf Stages) - Nutrient Management

e Apply inorganic fertilizer 15-20 DAP (2nd application) or based on SSNM result or soil analysis
recommendation

Vegetative (Leaf Stages) - Water Management

¢ Ensure proper moisture “not too wet or not too dry” of the soil. Irrigate as needed.
