When using your water dispenser for the first time, run the dispenser pad until water
dispenses, this will displace trapped air in the water tank and filter system. This will take
at least 2 minutes. Once water has dispensed, rest the dispenser pad for 2 minutes.
Dispense and discard 4 gt (4 L) of water, then rest the dispenser pad for a further

2 minutes, repeat process.

Failure to do this will result in excessive dripping from your water dispenser.
