other safer countries.

Apart from a few 
incidences, I thank 
Kata Kata village 
for welcoming us 
with open arms. 

Dat one sound good inside 
ear. We welcome you with open 

hands en open heart also. 
As Chief of Kata Kata Village, 

I make sure we protect, 
rehabilitate……..
