"Veerangana" Rani Avantibai Lodhi Memorial Award

Introduction:- Chhattisgarh government has decided to give "Veerangana" Rani Avantibai Lodhi
Memorial Award with a view to encourage the contribution of women, especially in the field of bravery,
courage and empowering self-confidence among women. The following rules are made to regulate and
determine the process of this honor:-

1. Short title:-
(1) The short title of these rules is the Veerangana Rani Avantibai Lodhi Memorial Award. Rules 2023"

(2) These rules will be effective in the entire state of Chhattisgarh from the date of issue by the
Government.

2. Definitions: - In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires: -
(a) "women" means one or more women;
(b) “Judicial Board” means the Jury constituted under rule-4 of these rules.

3. Nature of Award:-

1. “Veerangana” Rani Avantibai Lodhi Memorial Award amount of Rs.2.00 lakh will be given in the form

of cash/cheque. This award is given to only one women in the State of Chhattisgarh every year ,
especially for their outstanding contribution in the field of bravery, courage and empowering the self-
confidence of women, on the basis of the decision on selection by the jury appointed by the state
government every year to the woman resident of Chhattisgarh. The amount will be given in the form of
cash / cheque, plaque with honor and insignia.

2. There will be no restriction of age limit for the award.
4. Constitution of the Jury:-

The state government will constitute a five-member jury under the chairmanship of the minister of the
department in the field of empowerment of women, especially bravery, courage and self-confidence
among women. consisting of the following members

1. President, CG. State Women's Commission
2. President, Chhattisgarh State Commission for Protection of Child Rights
3. Secretary, Chhattisgarh Government, Women and Child Development Department.

Apart from this, 02 representatives of knowledgeable person/expert in the field mentioned above can
be nominated for the jury for the prestigious award.
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5. Power of the Jury:-
(1) The selection made by the Jury will be final and binding on the Government.
(2) No objection or appeal will be accepted regarding the selection of the award.

(3) In addition to the entries received for the respective award year, the jury may, at its discretion,

consider the proposal of any woman whom it finds to be in consonance with the objectives of the
award.

(4) Generally only one person (woman) will be selected for the award every year.

(5) The entire proceedings of the meeting of the Jury Board shall remain confidential and no written
record shall be kept of the deliberations held during the meeting except for the written
recommendation made by it with consensus.

(6) If the members of the jury come from outside when the honorable members of the jury are invited
for the selection process, then they will be eligible to travel by air and they will be provided with air-
conditioned vehicles and air-conditioned acegmmodation at government guest houses at the rates fixed

by the government. In case of non-availability, arrangements will be made to stay in a private
respectable hotel.

6. Selection Process:- The process of selection of suitable person (female) for the award will be as
follows:-

1. 1. The Principal Secretary / Secretary / Special Secretary Women and Child Development
Department on the behalf of the State government . invite entres for the year for which the
award is to be given in the najor news papers of the State of Chhsttisgarh. Through the
Directorate of Public Relation Advertisement Necessary time will be given to submit/send the
entries. Entries received after the due date will not be considered for consideration. The state
government will be able to make changes if necessary in the time of issuing the notification etc.

2. (A) The entries will be presented before the District Collector in a sealed cover, fulfilling the
following requirements.

1. Full introduction of the women.

2. Evidenced detailed information about the services done by women, especially in the field of valor,
bravery, courage and empowering the self-confidence of women. A certificate has also to be
attached that the achievement is based on actual facts.

3. Details of any other award received, if any.

4. If any report has been published on the subject of excellent service work, then its details and one
photocopy each of the published report.

5. Photocopies/attested copies of comments made by eminent papers/magazines and institutions
regarding excellent work in the field of empowering women, especially bravery, valor, courage and
self-confidence among women.

6. Other relevant documents, as may be required.

7. Written consent of the woman to accept the award in case of selection.
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(b) In relation to the entries, the best two entries from each district will be recommended and sent
to the state level after examination by the committee constituted under the chairmanship of the
district collector.

1. District Collector - President

2. Chief Executive Officer District Panchayat - Member

3. Deputy Director / Assistant Director Public Relations Department
Concerned District - Member

4. Deputy Director Panchayat and Social Welfare Department - Member

5. District Program Officer / Women and Child Development Officer Concerned District - Member
Convener

(c) After the recommendation of the committee, a summary will be prepared and sent by the District
Program Officer/District Women and Child Development Officer in relation to each recommended
woman, which will include the points mentioned in paragraph 2 (a) above.

(d) After the recommendation received from the district level, according to rule five, the final decision

will be taken by the jury. However, the jury can decide or consider any other case received or not
received at its discretion.

3. (a) No other conditions will be applicable for selection other than the criteria specified in the rules.

(b) Non-selection once shall not mean that the service work of the woman concerned is not eligible,
such woman fulfilling the prescribed criteria may submit the Application again in the subsequent years.

4. Subsequent correspondence other than the facts/information contained in the entry will not be
considered for the award.

5. The entire responsibility of the facts/conclusions/evidence given in the entry will be of the entry
presenter. In this case, the State Government will not be considered as party to any dispute, but the
State Government will have the right to verify the facts/conclusions/evidences given from its own
sources, wherever it considers necessary.

6. Immediately after receipt of all the entries received up to the prescribed date, they will be registered
in the following form in the register of the respective award year.

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7. After registration, a summary will be prepared for the meeting of the jury in respect of each entry in
the following heading points by the Principal Secretary/Secretary/Special Secretary, Women and Child
Development, which will include the following information:-

(1) Name and address of the person.

(2) Proponent.

(3) Brief description of achievements of service work.
(4) Awards/honours received.

(5) Evidence/Comments.

(6) Has/has not given consent regarding receiving the award.

7. Criteria of selection:- The following criteria will be there for the selection of an outstanding person
(female) for the award:-

(1) Such a person will be selected by the jury for the award, who has dedicated long-term excellent
service in the field of bravery, courage and empowering women in the State of Chhattisgarh.

(2) Both past and present service works will be assessed by the jury, that is, the award will not be given

only on the basis of past service achievements. Consequential consistency is also necessary in the area
of Rule 1.

(3) The woman/proposer will have to submit a certificate that the achievements mentioned for the
honor are based on actual facts.

(4) Since the award will be given on the basis of the overall contribution of the woman, it is necessary
to have sufficient evidence regarding the personal contribution made by the person in the service work.

(5) The overall contribution of women in the field of service should have a wide impact in the relevant
field/category, which will be confirmed/dedicated by certificates, letter clippings and reports.

(6) It will also be seen to what extent and to what extent innovation, ie new method and new field,

have been adopted in the field of empowering bravery, courage and self-confidence among women,
apart from the traditional method.

(7) Her service work related to bravery, courage and empowering the self-confidence of women will be
considered for the award, which is directly related to the specific work for the upliftment of women.

(8) Along with her entry, the woman has to give a written consent that she agrees to accept the prize.

(9) Government servant shall not be eligible for award.

(10) The member of the institution related to the non-official member of the jury will not be able to
submit his entry for the award of the year in which the person related to the institution is a member of
the jury of the award.

8. Announcement of the award:-

The jury will submit its decision confidentially to the state government and the woman selected for the
honor will be formally announced by the state government.
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9. Investiture Ceremony:-

The State level decoration ceremony of the awards will be organized every year as per the decision
taken by the State Government, in which the selected women will be invited to participate. In special
circumstances, the awardee women will be able to bring along only one assistant for their help, who will
get the facility of travel and accommodation along with them. The selected woman will be eligible to
travel by rail and air equivalent to a senior level officer of the government for the ceremony and get
travel allowance.

10. Reimbursement of Expenditure:- The Chhattisgarh Government will reimburse the expenditure
incurred on the arrangements related to the award and decoration ceremony.

11. Amendment and change in rules:- The State Government (Women and Child Development) will

have the right to amend and change the award rules as per the requirement. In relation to the
provisions contained in these rules, the interpretation of the Principal Secretary / Special Secretary,
Women and Child Development will be considered as authoritative and final, the right to resolve such
matters, which are not mentioned in the rules, will also be given to the Principal Secretary / Secretary /

Special Secretary, Government of Chhattisgarh, Women and Child Development Department will be
authorized.

12. Performance of other responsibilities:- Every year the record of entries received and selected
women etc. will be maintained by the Directorate of Women and Child Development in a separate
volume.
