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Load the film in subduved lighr—never
in direct sunlight or strong artificial
light.

Slide the metal bandle latches down
as far as they will go and remove the
front of the camera which contains
the film holder.

The empty spool in the film halder
under the WINDING KNOB 1s used as
she take-up spool.

Put the roll of film in the side of the
film holder opposite the WINDING
kNOB, with the wnsfotted pin end of
the film spool in the hole in the

il



spring; then push down on the
spring until the slofted pin end =lides
into the upper hole,

Break the seal on the roll of film.
Pull the end of the paper across the
back of the film holder and thread it
through the longer slit in the take-
up spool as far as it wili go. The black
side of the paper must he toward the
inside of the film holder. Bind the
end of the paper to the take-up
spool by turning the WiNDING KNOD
two or three turns. Be sure that the
paper is started straight.

Replace the front of the camera and
fasten it securely by pulling up the

carrying handle uantil the metal
latches are at the op of their tracks,

Turn the wiNpDING KNOR, until a
small hand appears in the red win-
dow on the back of the camera; then
continue turning slowly until the
figure 1 is centered in the window.
You are now ready for your first
picture.

Make it a habit to wind the next
number into position after cach pic-
ture in order to avoid double expo-
sures.
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After all exposures have been made,
turn the WINDING KNOB until the
end of the protective paper passes
the red window; then continue turn-
ing until all the paper is wound on
the spool to prevent the light from
fogping the Alm when the film holder
i removed.

In subdued hight, remove the hlm
holder, Be careful not to allow the
film to unwind from the spool. Re-
move the roll of exposed film by
pushing down on the spring to {ree
the upper end of the film spool.

=

Do not twist the film tight on the
spool or vou may scratch it. Fold
under the end of the paper and
fasten it with the sticker,

Move the empty spool to the wiND-
ING KNOB side of the Gim holder
with the sfatted pin end of the spool
in the upper hole and engaged with
the WINDING KNOB crosspiece, The
camera is now ready to reload.

All fitms should be developed as
saon as possible after exposure,
