IMPORTANT YEARS 

� 868 AD: The first Japanese book The Diamond Sutra was 

printed. 

� 1295 : Marco Polo brought the knowledge of producing 

books with wood blocks to Europe. 

� 1430s: Johann Gutenberg developed the printing press. 

� 1558: An index of Prohibited Books was formulated to 

control publishers and booksellers. 

� 1791: James Lackington wrote in his diary about the 

tremendous increase in the sale of books. 

� 1821: Rammohun Roy published the Sambad Kaumudi. 

� 1870s: Caricatures and cartoons were published in journals. 

� 1880s: Tarabai Shinde and Pandita Ramabai wrote about the 

miserable lives of upper-caste Hindu women, especially 

windows. 

� 1926: Begum Rokeya Sakhawat Hossein, an educationist 

and literary figure, strongly condemned men for withholding 

education from women. 
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� 1922: Gandhi also spoke about liberty of speech, liberty of 

the press and the freedom of association. 

1730s : The earliest factories in England were set up. 

• 1764s : Spinning Jenny was devised by James Hargreaves 

which speeded up the spinning 

process and reduced labour demand. 

• 1830s-1840s : Dwarkanath Tagore set up six joint-stock 

companies in Bengal. 

• 1854 : The first cotton mill was established in Bombay. 

• 1912 : J.N. Tata set up the first iron and steel works in India at 

Jamshedpur. 

• 1917 : Seth Hukumchand, a Marwari businessman, set up the 

first Indian jute mill in Calcutta 

� 1918 - 1919: Peasant movement in U.P 

� 1919: The Rowlatt Act, Jalianwalla Bagh Massacre. 

� 1919: Hartal against the Rowlatt Act 

� 1921: Non - Cooperation and Khilafat movement launched 

� 1922: Chauri Chaura incident. Withdrawal of Non - 

Cooperation Movement. 

� 1928: Simon Commission was set up in India 
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� December 1929: Lahor Congress adopted demands for 

Purna Swaraj 

� 1930: Civil Disobedience Movement was started by breaking 

salt law at Dandi. 

� 1931: Ghandhi - Irwin Pact 

� 1931: End of Civil Disobedience Movement, Poona Pact 

signed 

� 1932: Civil Disobedience Movement relaunched. 
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
