MUSIC MINISTRY FOR FUNERALS AT SAN CARLOS CATHEDRAL

The first person of contact regarding music is the Cathedral’s Music Director, Elaine Miller,
831-394-6239, elainem33@aol.com Cantors or accompanists other than those regularly employed
by the parish need to be approved by Elaine Miller or the pastor as they need to be familiar with
singing or playing at a Catholic Mass.

We strongly encourage everyone to speak and sing the prayers of the liturgy because the point of our
gathering is to pray for our beloved dead. Our liturgical hymns are prayers that are sung. Music is
integral to funeral rites and should be chosen with care. Music supports, consoles, and uplifts.

It helps create in mourners a spirit of hope in Christ’s victory over death and in our own share in

that victory. Music unites the assembly in faith and love.

San Carlos Cathedral uses the hymnal Breaking Bread for assembly singing. Please look through
Breaking Bread to make your choices for your loved one's funeral. The songs chosen should relate to the
readings from Scripture. Should you wish to use a song from a different source, please contact

Elaine Miller, Music Director, at 831-394-6239 for approval.

Because our songs are prayers, we hope you will understand why non-sacred songs are not appropriate for
funeral liturgies.

Please note that solos are only permitted at the Preparation of Gifts, provided they are approved sacred songs.
Examples are: Ave Maria, Panis Angelicus, Just a Closer Walk.

Jesus told her, "I am the resurrection and the life; whoever believes in me, even if he dies, will live,

and everyone who lives and believes in me will never die. Do you believe this?" She said to him, "Yes,
Lord. I have come to believe that you are the Messiah, the Son of God, the one who is coming into the

A reading from the holy gospel according to John

When Mary came to where Jesus was and saw him, she fell at his feet and said to him, "Lord, if you had
been here, my brother would not have died." When Jesus saw her weeping and the Jews who had come
with her weeping, he became perturbed and deeply troubled, and said, "Where have you laid him?" They
said to him, "Sir, come and see." And Jesus wept.

So the Jews said, "See how he loved him." But some of them said, "Could not the one who opened the
eyes of the blind man have done something so that this man would not have died?"

So Jesus, perturbed again, came to the tomb. It was a cave, and a stone lay across it. Jesus said, "Take
away the stone." Martha, the dead man's sister, said to him, "Lord, by now there will be a stench; he has
been dead for four days." Jesus said to her, "Did I not tell you that if you believe you will see the glory of
God?" So they took away the stone. And Jesus raised his eyes and said, "Father, I thank you for hearing
me. [ know that you always hear me; but because of the crowd here I have said this, that they may believe
that you sent me." And when he had said this, he cried out in a loud voice, "Lazarus, come out!" The dead
man came out, tied hand and foot with burial bands, and his face was wrapped in a cloth. So Jesus said to
them, "Untie him and let him go." Now many of the Jews who had come to Mary and seen what he had
done began to believe in him.
