Objectives: To help students establish social contact using greetings.

Concept: Formal/informal speech, present tense, interrogatives

* LOS SALUDOS (GREETINGS)

How do you greet someone in your native language? We usually say hello or good morning
/afternoon/ night. Let us learn some useful Spanish greetings.

e Bien, gracias -Well, thanks.
e Muy bien - Very well

e Seior/ seforita : Sir/ Miss

Note: Hola, me llamo Eduardo. ( Hello, my name is Eduardo).

Hola is an informal way of greeting someone. You say ‘hola’ to your friends and classmates.
Buenos dias, buenas tardes and buenas noches are all formal. You use them to address people you

don’t know well, people to whom you owe respect.

Here are some
common questions that follow a greeting in addition to how are you?

e Como has ido?- How've you been?
e ;Quétal?- What's up?
e ;Quépasa?- What 's happening?



® ;Quéhaces?- What are you doing?

Note: What could you say if someone asks you one of the questions above?
Bien, gracias- Well, thanks.

Muy bien -Very well.

Como siempre- As always.

Un poco cansado (for men)- A little tired.
Un poco cansada (for women)- A little tired.
Estoyenfermo (for men)- I'm sick.
Estoyenferma (for women)- I'm sick.

Mais o menos- Okay, so-so.

Todo bien- All good.

Nada- Nothing.

Note: If someone is unwell you can say ‘Lo siento’ (I am sorry).

And you? - ;y ta?/ ;y usted? (formal) can be used as a follow up question.

* FAREWELL

You can say goodbye with one of the following phrases.

Vocabulary

e Adibs - Goodbye

e Chao- Bye

e Hasta luego- see you later/ soon

e Hasta pronto - See you soon

e Hasta la vista -until we see each other again
e Nos vemos -see you

e Hasta mafnana: Until tomorrow
