A movement
that uplifts those whose voices have
been suppressed. A movement that
embraces diversity and promotes equity.
A movement that will stand on the right
side of history and a movement that we
can be proud of. How can we reach these
ideals? It is no easy feat, but then again

Allies must leap forward
and become accomplices: people that are
activated and ready to create change, not
just talk about change. The United
Latinos supports the creation of
accomplices through our New American
Citizenship Scholarship Program.
Through the program we have lessened
the financial burden that comes with the
Citizenship Application. We have
sponsored over two hundred members
who were Permanent Residents and
eligible to become citizens. Most
importantly, our members are now voting
citizens, thus political agents and
accomplices. The New American
Citizenship Scholarship Program, only
keeps growing. We now have the support
of Region 6, this partnership has been
pivotal to the program's growth. In the
face of an administration that divides us,
we come together in unity to organize, to
fight, and to protect. We are United.

Latinos. The UFCW brought us together.
However, our cultura, nuestra Latinidad,
made us a community. Our shared roots
are a call to action that inspires us to take
a stance. In the past year, the livelihood
of large parts of our community have
been threatened, from Temporary
Protective Status, to DACA and to the
DREAM Act. Our community is under
attack. The United Latinos have
demonstrated leadership and solidarity.

In partnership with the UFCW
International Union, Locals across the
U.5., including 770, have hosted
community organizations like
CARECEN to provide legal aid clinics.
Together we have submitted
Temporary Protective Status renewals,
N-400 Citizenship Applications, DACA
renewals, and have given immigration
legal advice. Let us continue to fight
tirelessly for immigrant rights and
worker protections. We cannot have
one without the other. Our duty as
United Latinos goes beyond what our
local unions achieve with collective
bargaining agreements. We must fight
for social change and economic justice
for our members and care for our
communities holistically.

Our Latinidad also makes us fierce.
We do not turn a blind eye in the face
of injustice. Members of United Latinos
joined about two hundred immigration,
civil rights, community and labor
leaders this past December to demand
a clean Dream Act and to protect TPS.
Together, in solidarity, we were
proudly arrested to defend our
community. As United Latinos and as
UFCW members we are part of a
movement that calls us into action, We
can no longer afford to sit on the
sidelines. We have to mobilize,
organize, and empower our members,
our communities, and each other. We
made a commitment to fight for
waorking class communities — this is
our call. As the UFCW, as United
Latinos, as Individuals, we must
continue our fight for collective
liberation.
